As the 1 year anniversary of Little Me 
approaches, the families who have been 
with me since July 6th, 2010 will earn a 1 
week, unpaid vacation credit.  As stated in 
the Little Me Handbook:   

Each child is allowed one week of absence 
unpaid after one full-year of care (52 
consecutive weeks).  To be eligible for a 
vacation week, Little Me Childcare must 
receive at least one week notice in ad-
vance of the vacation time.  A week is 
defined as 5 consecutive days, from Mon-
day through Friday, regardless of the 
days the child is actually scheduled. 

 

If you are eligible, you will receive a cou-
pon to use after July 6th, 2011.  The cou-
pon will be good for 1 consecutive year.
